1. Know the Risks:

Emergency situations can be caused by natural events such as floods, hurricanes, and blizzards as well as accidents due to human factors – infrastructure collapse, power outages and fires.
2. Have a Plan:

Make sure you have a plan in place to deal with emergencies at home and work.  Things to consider include: emergency escape routes, designated meeting areas, identifying specific risks in your work area or community, alternate travel routes, the location of fire extinguishers, water valves and electrical panels.
3. Get an Emergency Kit:

It is recommended that you have an emergency kit with enough supplies to last a minimum of 72 hours.  Include the basics such as water, non-perishable food, a can opener, flashlight and batteries, battery operated radio, first aid kit, cash as well as emergency phone numbers or contact information.
